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I. Philosophy of Inclusive Education
At BHS, the IB program that we suggest goes along with our philosophy of inclusion to teach students the best learning style, enhance knowledge and develop their social / communication styles. The inclusion program designated by an IEP* is a coherent educational framework for students with educational challenges. The IEP can motivate and help them succeed in the school setting and beyond
II. Definition of Inclusive Education 
The pedagogy of inclusion is destined for every student and child of school age, regardless of his operating characteristics: physical, sensory, cognitive, socio-emotional and psychomotor. The pedagogy of inclusion also fits the growing tendency to combine two parallel systems of education (regular and special education system) into a single unified system designed to meet the special needs of all students.

III. Principles of Inclusion Education 
Implies a series of administrative and educational measure
1. All students attend the school they would attend if they have disability
2. Specialized programs and services are offered in the context of the regular classroom.

3. Teach strategies include cooperative learning and mutual assistance (peer teaching) 


4. Optimal individualization of the teaching-learning process; recognition of the unique contribution of each and everyone in the development of the learning community 

5. No structure or administrative action should prevail over the educational needs of students

6. All resources for learning or any additional human resources must be available to all students in the class, and, on the basis of need rather than that of belonging to a certain category of students.


IV. Who is concerned?
Students in need with special education adjustments are enrolled with general education students in a general education setting. At BHS, the students who can benefit from the inclusion program are students who suffer from: 
1. Learning disabilities or Specific learning difficulty
2. Communication and speech difficulties
3. Autism spectrum disorder
4. Any reasonable adjustment for a particular candidate unique needs (mental or medical)
*Once established, setting and equipment will be installed to host children with physical disabilities 


V. Goals of Inclusive Education
1. Enhance the learning skills
2. Promote higher self-esteem
3. Monitor on the student’s performance

*The inclusion program aims to enable the student demonstrate and develop his/her skills and not to compensate for any lack of ability.


VI. Inclusive Education Program :

1. Overview :
The inclusion program is a complex process. It is designed for pupils whose disability does not consider a single continuous enrollment in a regular classroom but may benefit a suitable education. The inclusion program is customized upon the needs (cognitive, behavioral, and emotional) of the student. 
Each student enrolled under the inclusion program follows a personalized project in a regular class of the school where he can make school learning at a rate close to that of other students.


2. Identifying  children with special needs:
To identify students with special needs, it is necessary to analyze the overall picture of the child, including his medical history, academic career, intellectual abilities and psychological profile. The only persons entitled to this global analysis are medical doctors (pediatrician, neurologist, and psychiatrist), neuropsychologists and psychologists specializing in assessment of children suffering from a disability (physical/mental/psychological).
At BHS, school counselors are qualified to make the relevant observation before referring for an assessment of the intellectual, affective disorders and psychological and academic performances. 
* A list of professionals is put at the disposal of parents, teachers and counselors. 




3. Customization of the inclusive education program:
· The courses are choses and customized according to the previously acquired skills by the student and his level in the different skills

· To better adapt the content of the program to the capacities of the student, material will be put at his disposal (special setting and seating; use of computers, use of informative board etc.) 

· A continuous follow-up of the student between the team of professionals (teachers, advisors, dean of studies and counselors) to be able to regularly situate his level between the acquired knowledge and the needs. 

· Regular communication with the family to engage them in the inclusion journey of their child. 



VII. Trainings and Workshops:
At BHS, we insist on the importance of interconnection between the students and of the staff (educators, teachers, advisors, counselors).  Bringing support to students in their path implies offering for the staff a variety of trainings and workshops. These will target the work related obstacles:
1. Learn to identify the strengths and weaknesses of a student
2. Identify the learning styles of a students, the limits and barriers
3. Adjust the setting to enhance learning (group activity, visual support, materials etc.)



VIII. Review :
In respect to the BHS policy to create better conditions for student with special needs in education, the inclusion policy will be reviewed every three years in view of the students’ needs and performances
