"Engllsh Secondary School for Boys in the Lebanon".

Objects ’
' 2; The - obaects for which the Assoclation is consituted are:e
(a) to provide, endow furnish, maintain and manage a
-school for the purpose of affordlng Lebanese and
other residents in the Lebanon and the Near and
Middle East The opportunity of giving their sons

a.1liberal -education in accordance w1th the princlplee
of the Engllsh Publlc Schoole’ ,

(v) to purchase, hire, or otherwise acquire and hold for
‘ ! the purpose of the School, real or personal property
and to sell, demise, let, mortgage or dispose of '
the same; . ;

(e) to accept gifts of real or personal property for
the purpose of the School .

- (4) to invest and deal W1th the monies of ‘the School not
~  immediately required; in such investméents and securities
- as may from time to time be determinea°
(e) to appoint and employ teaohers and other etaff

(f§ to do. all such things as are 1ncldenta1 or conducive;i‘
to t he attalnment of any of the above—mentloned objects.

5, The School its property and its affairs, shall be admlnistered
and managed by a Board of Governors, consisting of from three to |
eleven persons nominated, for terms to be 89801fled bY ‘the
Trustees, as follows:- :

Half of the remainder to be nominees of His Excellency
President of the Lebanese Republic (of whom one or two may

be na@;onals of other ‘countries of the Near and Middle East

other than the Lebanon); and the other half to be
nominees of His Excellency the British Ambassador
to the Lebanon.

If for any reason, such as absence, or ill-health, any of
the Governors should be temporarily unable to carry out kis
functions, His Excellency the President of the Lebanese Republic
or His BExcellency the British Ambassador as the case may- be,
may nominate temporary substitutes to tlie Board., :

6., ,Without‘detracting from the generality of their powers under
“Article U4 hereof, the Board of Governors shall have the following
powers, namely:- :

- (a) to expend the funds of the School in such manner as
they shall consider most beneficial for the purposes
of the 8chool such part thereof as they shall think
fit, and to direct the sale or transfer of any such

investments and to expend the proceeds of any such

saIeifor the purposes of the School; .

- (b) to acquire in the neame of the School, build upon, pull
Gown, rcbuild, add to or to repair, improve, sell or .
dispose of or otherwise deal with any lands, buildings
or premises for the use of the School; ‘ -

(¢) to enter into contracts on behalf of the Schooi;

(d) to borrow money upon the security of any of the property
of the School or to grant or direct to be granted
mortgages for securing the same; .

" (e) to appoint and employ teachers and other staff and to
nrovide for their rcmuneration and to determine the
terms and duration of their employment and to delegate
to theyﬁeadmaster;(or his representative for the time
being) suchpowers as may be thought fit;

(f) to delegate all or any of their powers to any of their
menbers or to a Sub-Committee of their members; -

(g) to make, and from time to time, repeal or alter, . .
regulations as to the management of the School and to
the affairs thereof and as to the duties of the staff
or servants of the School and as to the conduct of the
management . of the School by the Board of Governors or
by any sub~committec or as to any of the matters or
things within the powers, or under the control of the
Board of Governors provided the same shall not be
inconsistent with these Articles; o

(h) to draw up rules governing their own prodedure;
(i) and gencrally to do all things necessary and expedient‘
" for the due conduct of the affairs of the School not
herein otherwise provided for. B
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
